UPDATES:

**Please note there will be NO Rummage
or Plant sale in 2026. We were unable to find
volunteers to chair the event, and our HOA shed is
still being used by park management. Should anyone
be interested in chairing/co-chairing the 2027 event,
please advise the Board as soon as possible.**

Maintenance Garage: We are getting closer to
obtaining the permit. The only issue left to resolve
with the County is the elevation requirement.
